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Smithfield Township and Price Township.
Donna Kenderdine took a stenographic record of the hearing.

Following public comment, Scott Schaller made a motion to adopt Ordinance 173, Bob Spano
seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Scott Schaller made a motion to close the public hearing. Bob Spano seconded the motion.
Motion carried 3-0.

Resolution 04-2010-01:

Scott Schaller stated that the proposed resolution discusses the consumption of alcohol by
employees with regard to the township CDL and Non-CDL Resolutions as well as a proposed two
hour waiting time for employees to consume alcohol at the conclusion of their shift as is
standard in the resort industry. He stated that minor revisions to the proposed resolution are
required and made a motion to table Resolution 04-2010-01 until the next meeting. Bob Spano
seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Bids:

Michele Cleweli opened and read publicly the spring cleanup container bids, which are made a
part of these minutes.

After further review of the bids, Scott Schaller made a motion to award the spring cleanup
container bid conditionally to Got Trash Inc. at $16.40 per cubic yard, providing they supply the
township with a copy of their certificate of insurance with Middle Smithfield Township as
certificate holder, a copy of their Monroe County Waste haulers license and provide a letter
stating they will supply the load manifest from the landfill. If Got Trash, Inc. cannot provide the
items stated then the bid is awarded to Waste Management at $18.10 per cubic yard.

Engineers Report

Catherine Driscoll and Charles Scrimale Minor Subdivision Plan; Doug Olmstead stated that a
letter was received from Frank J. Smith Jr., Inc. Professional Land Surveyors requesting the
minor subdivision plan be tabled. Scott Schaller made a motion to accept the letter to table
action on the minor subdivision plan. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

The Crossings at Marshalls Creek Minor Subdivision and Land Development Plan; Doug Olmstead
reported that a letter was received from The Alkova Companies, dated March 9, 2010,

requesting both the Crossings at Marshalls Creek Minor Subdivision and Land Development Plan
time period to render a decision be extended until June 16, 2010.

After further discussion, Scott Schaller made a motion to accept the letter from The Alkova
Companies granting the time extension request to render a decision until june 16, 2010. Bob
Snano seconded the mation. Motion carried 3-0.
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Dan Witczak, P.E. of Ott Consulting presented the Evergreen | Conservation Subdivision Plan.
Mr. Witczak stated that the developer is proposing, 51 single family lots on a 91 acre parcel of
land located off Coolbaugh Road. The Conservation Subdivision is proposed and approximately
49 acres are provided as Open Space. On lot water and septic are proposed with reserve septic
areas proposed within the open space area. :

Doug Olmstead stated that he has provided his review letter dated April 8, 2010,

Mr. Olmstead stated that the applicant has submitted five (5) requests for modifications of
reguiations.

There was lengthy discussion regarding permanent detention basins.
Attorney Wise reviewed her comment letter dated September 6, 2009.

Discussion regarding the restrictive covenants, trail system markers, basins, traffic issues, and
some form of professional maintenance commitment from the developer for the care of future
secondary septic systems were discussed as the reserve absorption areas for many of the lots is
proposed within the open space area.

The requests for modifications were discussed.

1. Proposed cul-de-sac is designed with a vegetative island inside the cul-de-sac. Scott
Schaller made a motion to approve. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-
0.

2. Proposed cul-de-sac length is 1,965 lineal feet; the SALDO permits a maximum length of
1,600 lineal feet for a cul-de-sac. Scott Schaller made a motion to approve the request
for modification. Bab Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

3. Locating trees with a diameter over 18”. Scott Schaller made a motion to approve the
request for modification. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

4, Reduce the travel way width from 24 feet to 18 feet. Scott Schaller made a motion to
approve the request for modification. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried
3-0.

5. Use plastic web fence instead of the required wood fencing as required by 170-79.E. (1)
of the current ordinance for tree protection. Scott Schaller made a motion to approve
the request for modification. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

After further discussion Mr. Witczak was instructed to work on the trail system and work with
the Township Solicitor and Engineer on how a professional maintenance agreement can be
worked out for the septic systems.

Mr. Witczak stated that he would like to see preliminary approval of the plan today. Mr.
Olmstead stated that there are eight minor plan changes and some legal issues to work on and
although the issues would have to be addressed prior to selling the lots he would recommend
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preliminary approval of the plan. Attorney Wise stated that the legal issues and plan changes
should be completed prior to any approvals.

Scott Schaller made a motion to accept the letter from Ott Consulting dated April 7, 2010
requesting the time extension until June 10, 2010. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion
carried 3-0.

Scott Schaller made a motion to table action on the Evergreen Il Conservation Plan until the May
13, 2010 meeting. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Sewer Directors Report

Robyn Pugh summarized the Prosser Lahoratories, Inc. March 21, 2010 report.

Robyn Pugh presented a revised Sewer User Agreement to be used by new central sewer
customers. After further discussion, Scott Schaller made a motion to adopt the agreement as
written. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Robyn Pugh presented Shut-Off Agreement with Pennsylvania American Water. She explained
that this would allow for the shut off of central water service for non payment of sewer bills.
Mitchell K. Marcus made a motion to approve the Shut-Off Agreement. Scott Schaller seconded
the motion. Bob Spano voted no. Motion carried 2-1.

Attorney Wise explained that the Shut-Off Agreement has to be forwarded to PA American
Water and then to the PA Public Utility Commission for approvals before enforcement can
begin.

Golf Course Directors Report

Robyn Pugh reported that the Food and Beverage License from the PA Department of
Agriculture has been obtained.

Robyn Pugh reported that the Pool License has been approved.
New Business
There was general discussion regarding the Grease Trap Ordinance. Scott Schaller made a

motion directing Attorney Wise to prepare a revised Grease Trap Ordinance and advertise the
public hearing for May 13, 2010. Bob spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

The Eastern Monroe Regional Park Commission recommendations of January 18, 2010 were
tabled upon a motion of Scott Schaller, seconded by Bob Spano as no one from the commission
was present. Motion carried 3-0.

Scott Schaller made a motion to table the golf course website matter until the next regular
meeting. Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.
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CCP POA, HOA and Pond Creek; Five members representing the CCP POA South, HOA North and
Pond Creek were present to continue discussions on the entrance/back gate and camera
system.

Mr. John Peck stated that the residents of CCP and Pond Creek will reimburse the township for
the liquid fuels money it will loose due to the gates remaining and pay for the installation of the
camera system up to the cost of $35,000.00 and the township would agree to maintain and own
the system once completed. There will be no staff to man the gates, only a camera system.

Darlene Winston, CCP south POA President stated that she would forward the camera proposal
to the township secretary.

Ms. Winston stated that the front gate camera system can be utilized but the back gate would
be new.

Attorney Wise stated that the lease agreement would not be required as no one would be
manning the front gate, however an agreement for the repayment of the liquid fuels money
would need to be created.

Access into the community was discussed at length.

Attorney Wise stated that if the Supervisors proceeding with this approach, bidding procedures
must be followed for the installation of a camera system and the proposed money from CCP to
offset the expense would go into an escrow account pending instaliation and the actual
payment would come from the Township and reimbursed through the escrowed monies as the
Township would own the system and the Township owns the existing gates and gatehouse — the
CCP South POA owns the canopy and the gate on the right-side of the structure.

There was public comment as to why the residents of the township should pay for a gate in a
private development {including the camera system on the resident’s side of the gatehouse is the
POA’s cost and expense to maintain...and not that of the township residents, generally} and
safety concerns regarding the back gate and if there is enough land to create two lanes.

Attorney Wise stated that the PRD Hearing for Big Ridge may have to be opened up to access
the Tom X Road and she and the engineer would need to conduct further research on this topic.

Scott Schaller stated that the following ftems be forwarded to Michele Clewell for review hy the
Supetrvisors and Attorney Wise.

1. Maps of the front and back gates

2. Plot Plans

3. Proposals received from the vendors for the camera system

4. Provide in writing to counsel the written proposals and conditions

Mr. Schaller stated that once everything has been received and reviewed, a meeting will be
scheduled and the parties notified.

Scott Schaller made a motion to hire Stephanie Tumminello as a seasonal Waitress/Bartender,
retroactively March 26, 2010, Bob Spano seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Scott Schaller made a motion to hire Stephanie Bunnell as a seasonal Bartender, retroactively

Mitchell Marcus raised concerns regarding the hiring of all of listed employees for the Golf
Course/Clubhouse and asked if this would exceed the budget. Robyn Pugh stated that even
though a larger number of employees had been hired for the goif course maintenance than
originally budgeted, the net effect was a decrease of $6 per hour based on actual starting wages
for those hired. However, she went on to state that she has not had an opportunity to evaluate
the other departments associated with the Golf Course and Club House because all of the
employees have not been activated at this point in time. Once all the newly hired employees
are in the system with actual starting dates she will provide a report to the Board of Supervisors.

Mitchell Marcus asked that even though a lot of people have been hired and are not active are
we still maintaining the budget. Ms Pugh confirmed.

Public Comment

It was stated that the people in CCP (Country club of the Poconos) pay a lot of taxes and so does
everyone else, and we cannot favor one community over the other just because the township
owns some assets in that community.

Clubhouse employee positions were discussed further.

There being no further business the meeting adjourned in regular order upon a motion of Scott
Schaller, seconded by Bob Spano. Motion carried 3-C.
